Liberty

	L.O. To find out who the Aztecs were and where they lived.
Show children pictures and they have to create questions and find answers about who they think the people are and when they lived in the past.

Children to work on placing Aztec civilisation on time lines and compare with other historical times.
	L.O. To be able to find out about the location and countries of South America
Ask the children to write down what they know about South America on post its and put on learning wall  What would they like to learn.  Go over facts about South America in quiz style session.

Children to label map of South America using map.

Challenge to draw the map and to label the capital cities, rivers etc.
	L.O. To know that some materials will dissolve in liquid to form a solution, and describe how to recover a substance from a solution.
Look at what happens to sugar when mixed with water.  Ensure children know the meaning of dissolved.  Can they think of any other materials which will dissolve?  Think of other reactions of materials in water and list.

Children to complete investigation of what happens to different materials in water.  
	L.O. To learn about Frida Kahlo and analyse some of her work.
Introduce FK and her work  - discuss with the children.  Pretend to be art critics.
Children to choose a picture and to say what they liked and why.  How do they think FK was a good artist.

Challenge – create a social media page for FK
	Children to design and make masks, shields, sun dials, temples
	L.O. To understand what a computer network is.
Children to understand what a network is and how it works.  Relate this to the school network and emphasise that the computers in the network all have the same information on.  
	L.O. To explore the themes of the bible and identify familiar stories
Children will be reminded of familiar Bible stories and will read an overview of some of the stories
	L.O. To understand the need for rules.
Discuss the reason for rules and laws in society and relate to the classroom.  Children design their own class rules/Charter.

Look at British law and the difference between civil and criminal law (FBV)

	L.O. To find out how the Aztecs built the city of Tenochtitlan.
Look at the building of the city and how the Aztecs could have created such a settlement.  

Children to create labelled diagrams of the city.  Challenge - To write a letter from a traveller who has seen the city for the first time.
	L.O. To find out about the climate of South America
Look at the position of SA in relation to the Equator – what do they think the climate is like in the countries?  

Children to create climate zone maps and define the different climatic zones.

Challenge – to create graphs of rainfall/sunshine etc. and summarise what they show.
	L.O. That some changes of state and dissolving and mixing processes can be reversed through filtering,

sieving and evaporating.
Remind the children of the previous lesson and ask them if they can get the sugar/salt back once dissolved.  Discuss method and introduce reversible irreversible and evaporation.

Children to investigate ways of separating different materials from water.  Challenge to explain vocabulary and to describe separation technique.
	L.O. To study the self portraits of Frida Kahlo.
Look at a range of FK paintings – what do they have in common?  Id that most are portraits and discuss why.  Look at how she exaggerated her features and she took these on in real life.

Children to complete their own self portraits and can challenge themselves to using some of artists exaggeration techniques.
	Biscuits
L.O To investigate and compare a variety of biscuits.
Explore different types of biscuit, their favourite type of biscuit, biscuits for different types of people and finding out what the most popular types of biscuit are (tally and graph from whole school).
	L.O. To understand how to use technology safely and report problems/concerns
Look at acceptable and unacceptable behaviour and how to report concerns when using computers.  Link to cyberbullying.
	L.O. To explore the story of Ruth and Naomi
Children will read the story and look at what messages are given.  Draw their attention to how the stories in the Bible are linked.
	L.O. To be able to decide on personal goals
Children to discuss what they want to achieve in nex year and how to achieve it – write up their personal targets.

	L.O. To investigate how Aztec society was organised.
Discuss the structure of our society and compare it to the Aztec society.  Look at detail how the Aztec society was organised and expectations.

Children to create a pyramid showing how the Aztec society was organised.  Challenge to research how different people lived according to their position in the society – each one teach one.
	L.O. To be able to find out about the major mountain ranges of South America
Introduce the topographical maps of South America and explain what they show.  Look at the location of the mountains – why do they think they are in lines?  Remind Y5 about tectonic plates and volcanoes.  Look at how the Andes are used by humans.

Children to complete map showing the mountain ranges and then to create mountain information models/booklets. 
	L.O. Explain that some changes form new materials, and

that these changes are not usually reversible.
Recap on what irreversible and reversible changes are.  Discuss.

Look at reaction which creates gas – discuss what is happening and that this is irreversible as a gas is formed.  (Coke and mentos)

Children to complete their own investigations and write them up including observations and conclusions.
	L.O. To explore how Kahlo drew on her cultural

background for her artwork.
Look at more of artist’s paintings and the use of bright colours, traditional dress, shapes, exotic pets and how this is linked to her Mexican culture.  Why would this be?

Children to make their own painting and include things from their culture in the background.

Challenge – look a one of the pictures and identify the elements relating to FK background.
	L.O. To explore the sensory characteristics of biscuits.
Using their senses, children explore different biscuits and think about the effect of brand on cost.
	L.O. To be able to identify secure and insecure websites.
children to learn about how to identify if a site is secure or not and the implications
	L.O. To explore the story of Daniel and relate this to religious persecution today.
Read the story of Daniel in the Lion;s Den   Look at the messages given  and relate Daniel’s persecution to modern day religious persecution.
	L.O. To understand what Fair Trade is
Relate lesson to chocolate trade from South America.

Children to find out what fair trade is and how it can help the people of South America – link with Geography

	L.O. To find out how what the Aztecs believed and how this impacted on their lives.
Discuss the importance of the gods to the Aztecs and look at the different gods they had.

Children to create poster/information sheet about the gods using given information and research.

Challenge : create a quiz about the gods and create on PPT ICT.
	L.O. To find out about the human geography of South America.
Ensure children understand the difference between human and physical geography.  Look at the individual countries – can they match the given facts to the country?

Children – match facts to countries – create poster.

Challenge – to research countries and to represent data using graphs, maps, descriptions in a fact card/booklet.
	L.O. Explain that some changes, caused by heating or cooling form new materials, and that these changes

are often not reversible.
Discuss what materials can be changed by heating and cooling and which are reversible and irreversible, look at chocolate and ice.

Bake some bread with the children and look at the changes which take place.

Children to write up scientific description of what happened – challenge to explain why.
	L.O. To understand what surrealism is in artwork
Look at FK work and its link to surrealism.  Children to analyse and comment on her work and links to the movement.

Using the wounded deer – children choose their own animal on which to place their head.  Challenge – to explain their choice of animal, etc and challenge – to create background in FK styel giving reasons.
	L.O. To be able to design biscuits for a particular purpose
Children to explore different biscuits different occasions.  They are to design their own biscuits for biscuit sale.
	L.O. To understand what information to share and not to share on line.
Discuss the dangers of sharing information on line with others they know and don’t.  
	L.O To explore the parables of Jesus
Discuss the difference between the old and new testaments and what a parable is.  Read some parables told by Jesus and analyse their meaning.
	

	L.O. To investigate what daily life was like for the Aztecs.
Discuss what our daily routine is.  What do they think the Aztecs daily life would be?  Discuss.

Children to research what life was like and to create a booklet/poster to represent.
	L.O. To find out about the trade and industry of South America
Discuss what world trade is and its link to geography.  Do they know what any of the countries produce?

Children to label products and country.
Challenge to research and create a map/key showing what is produced in each country.
	L.O. Explain that changes caused by burning form new materials, and that these changes are not reversible.
Look at what happens when things are burned and discuss what type of change it is and why.

Children to work in small groups to look at what happens when things are burned.

Health and Safety 

Children to be made aware of dangers and supervised by an adult.  Small pieces of materials to be used.

Water to be on hand.
	L.O. To explore how Kahlo painted moments in her life and expressed emotion through her work.
Explain that most of the artist’s paintings were autobiographical and represented main events in her life.  Look at various pictures and what they represent.

Children to create their own picture representing a significant point in their life inspired by FK.
	L.O. To be able to make biscuits to fulfil design specifications
Children to make their own biscuits from their own design.
	L.O. To understand how media can influence its users.
Look at how social media etc can influence what they may think.
	L.O.To find out about Christian baptism through the story of John the Baptist
Look at what baptism is and its importance to Christians.  Read John the Baptist and look at why the practice began.  
	

	L.O. To find out about the fall of the Aztecs
What do the children think lead to the fall of the Aztecs?  Look at the impact of the Europeans on the Aztecs.

Children to create a storyboard detailing the fall of the Aztecs. Challenge – create a play detailing the end of Aztec civilisation. 
	L.O. To be able to carry-out an in-depth study of a South American country.
Discuss what we have learned so far about SA.  Explain they are going to create a booklet about one of the SA countries.  What do they need to include?  Discuss and come up with questions which will help with the research and creation of the booklet.
	L.O. To compare and group together everyday materials

on the basis of their properties.
Look at different materials and discuss their differences using their properties.

LA to sort materials using a Carroll Diagram

HA to choose their own way of sorting the materials.

Challenge – choose a materials and crate a properties information card for it.
	
	L.O. To be able to evaluate a finished product.
Children to evaluate their biscuit and suggest improvements.
	L.O. To be able to use a range of strategies to stay safe on line.
Children have to take part in scenarios using the skills and knowledge they have learned to stay safe.
	L.O. To find out about Paul and the early church
Read the story of Paul and investigate his importance to the Christian church in the past and today.
	

	
	
	L.O. To give reasons based on evidence from comparative and fair tests, for the particular uses of everyday materials
Explain that the properties of materials are used in order to match the material to its use/purpose.

Children are to create a fair test in order to investigate which materials would be suitable to make a boat.

Discuss how to research/search using internet.  Draw out need to use specific key words and then look at evaluation results.

	L.O. To find out how scientific ideas about food and diet

were tested in the past and how this has contributed

to our knowledge of a balanced diet.
Discuss what a healthy diet is and that people have not always known about healthy diets.  Use the example of scurvy amongst sailors and look at how Lind discovered what caused it.

La to write up his experiment, ma to suggest other things he could have done, ha to create the next experiment he could have done.

Challenge – create an experiment relevant to today.
	
	
	L.O. To be able to create a web page.
Children design a web page and add text and images
	L.O. To think about the Nativity story from the point of view of different characters
Discuss what the children know about the story and discuss how characters may have felt.  Investigate each character through role play.
	L.O. To understand what liberty means 
Look at the term and discuss/define what liberty means and its impact on how we live.

Look at countries which have restricted liberty and look at impact on people.

	
	
	L.O. To investigate some different food groups and find out

why a variety of foods is important for a healthy diet.
Discuss with the children what the different food groups are and what they give nutritionally and how much of each is needed.

Children to sort foods into different groups – ha to give definitions of each food group and examples of the food.

Challenge – to create a balanced meal – on a plate or recipe/menu.
	
	
	L.O. To be able to add a hyperlink to a web page.
Look at the reliability of web pages and discuss how some are biased – link to history topic bias.
Children to add hyperlinks

Web page to be published.
	L.O. To find out about the Christian traditions of Christmas
Investigate the Christian and pagan traditions of Christmas.

Children write up information booklet
	L.O. To know what makes a good friend
Look at different types of friends and that some are more special than others.  Look at how different friends are treated and why.

Ask the children if they know how nutrients etc are transported around the body.  Look at the circulatory system – heart and lungs etc.  Look at how it works.  Get the children to dissect a heart.

Look at a letter and discuss ways of solving the conflict – ensure children understand the feelings of people on both sides.
Act as an agony aunt to offer advice to solve conflicts peacefully.

other drugs.
Discuss what a drug is and go through groups- include medicines.  Look at the effects they have on the body.

Look at what makes people angry and what actions could result.  Discuss consequences and what can be done to ensure the right action is taken.

Ask the children to stand on one leg and ask how they did it.  Introduce the term muscles and look at the different muscles and how they work.
