To identify gaps in children’s learning early and close the gap between themselves and their peers. 

EEF toolkit suggest reading comprehension linked with phonics, collaboration and peer learning techniques can improve learning by 5 months

	EEF say ‘’children cannot benefit from a lesson if they are not present in the classroom engaged in the lesson’’
